Dear Parents and Carers

You will be aware from my previous message and from media coverage that the National Education Union (NEU), one of the country’s teaching unions, has declared strike action as part of a national dispute between the unions and the government.  The next strike action days are Thursday 27 April and Tuesday 2 May.

Arrangements for Thursday 27 April and Tuesday 2 May
Students in:
· Year 7, Year 8 and Year 9 should stay at home and learn remotely.
· Year 10 should only come into school if they have a timetabled exam. 
· Year 11 should come into school for the whole day for normal lessons.
· Year 12 and Year 13 should come into school for lessons as normal unless their teacher has informed them their lesson is cancelled.

Arrangements for remote learning
When remote learning, students should:
· Check Google Classroom and follow their timetable as closely as possible. If there is no work on Google Classroom, then the teacher is striking, and students should use the time to complete homework or revise. · If Year 10 students don’t have an exam, they should revise at home.  
· If students have an exam in the morning only, they will be allowed home after the exam has finished.  
· If students have an exam in the afternoon only, then they should arrive in school for a 1pm start. 
· Students who have an exam in the morning and the afternoon will be supervised between the morning and afternoon exams.  They will need to bring private study materials for lessons to work with during this time.

Arrangements for Y11 Students in School
· Y11 students should come into school for normal lessons. They will need to bring private study materials for lessons where their teacher is striking. If available, students should bring a laptop or tablet from home to access online revision resources in school. 

Additional arrangements and actions required
· My child has no internet at home: if your child does not have access to the internet at home, then they may come into school and complete the remote work in a supervised environment.  If you would like provision to be made for your child to attend school for this reason, please:

· My child will not be safe at home: if your child will not be safe at home, then they may come into school and complete the remote work in a supervised environment.  If you would like provision to be made for your child to attend school for this reason, please:

· Free school meals: if your child is eligible for free school meals and they are not coming into school, then they can be provided with a grab bag to take home on Tuesday after school.
· Email enquiries@silverdale.chorustrust.org before 9am on Monday 24 April to order.
· Safeguarding , pastoral and reception staff are working as normal and will be available for any urgent concerns or queries.





I’m sorry that you may have to make alternative arrangements for your child at short notice, and that they may experience disruption to their education.  We are working closely with our staff union representatives to keep up to date with the situation, and I will inform you as soon as possible if arrangements change further.
